Free College Application Week Background

During the 89™ legislative session, SB2231 passed allowing The Texas Higher Education
Coordinating Board to propose new rules establishing Free College Application Week
starting with the 2025-26 school year. During this week (the second Monday in October
through the following Sunday), Texas public institutions must waive undergraduate
admission application fees for Texas residents, including first-year freshman and
undergraduate transfer applicants.
